India's Successful Launch of Chandrayaan-3: A Milestone in Space Exploration

India successfully launches Chandrayaan-3, a significant milestone in the country's
space exploration. The mission aims to study the moon's surface, enhance scientific
knowledge, and gather crucial information for future space missions.

PM-STIAC Meeting Highlights: Biomanufacturing, ETG, and NRF Discussed for Science and
Technology Advancements in India

The 23rd Prime Minister Science, Technology & Innovation Advisory Council (PM-STIAC)
meeting in India discussed high-performance Biomanufacturing, the Empowered
Technology Group (ETG), and the National Research Foundation (NRF) Bill. The meeting
aimed to find science and technology-based solutions for national priorities.
Presentations were given on Biotechnology for Economy, Environment, and Employment
(BioE3) policy, the role of ETG in technology policy and governance, and the proposed
features of the NRF Bill. Collaboration and innovative approaches were emphasized for
sustainable development.

It has trained
individuals across six districts of Kashmir and received support from local industry
partners. The project aligns with the vision of Prime Minister Narendra Modi for Skill
India. The Namda craft is a rug made of sheep wool, and this project aims to preserve
and revive the traditional craft while improving artisans' employability.

Bangladesh's Forex Reserves Drop to $23.56 Billion: IMF Manual Reveals

Bangladesh's forex reserves dropped to $23.56 billion according to the IMF manual. The
country's conventional value of foreign exchange reserves was $29.97 billion on the
same day. The reserves are equal to four months' import bills. To meet IMF conditions,
Bangladesh needs to maintain a net reserve above $24 billion. The weakening
Bangladesh Taka against the US dollar is due to a dollar shortage. Bangladesh Bank is
releasing dollars from its foreign reserves to stabilize the Taka but the rate remains
volatile.
