Indian Council of Agricultural Research Celebrates 95th Foundation Day: Acknowledging
Achievements and Advancements in Agriculture

The Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) celebrated its 95th Foundation Day.

Government Efforts to Establish a Viable Cheetah Population in India: Natural Causes of
Cheetah Mortalities at Kuno National Park Confirmed

The National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA) reports that the deaths of cheetahs
at Kuno National Park in India are due to natural causes, and media reports suggesting
otherwise are speculative. The government is following strict protocols to establish a
viable cheetah population in the country. Efforts are underway to conserve the
reintroduced cheetah population, including consulting with international experts and
reviewing monitoring protocols.

The government remains optimistic about the long-term success of the project. The
project acknowledges the high mortality rates during the initial phase of cheetah
reintroduction, and plans are in place for annual supplementation of the population. The
project is being implemented by the NTCA in collaboration with the Madhya Pradesh
Forest Department, Wildlife Institute of India, and cheetah experts from Namibia and
South Africa.

India-Mongolia Joint Military Exercise 'Nomadic Elephant - 2023": Enhancing Bilateral Defense

India and Mongolia are set to begin the joint military exercise "Nomadic Elephant - 2023"
in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia. The exercise aims to strengthen military relations, promote
interoperability, and focus on counter-terrorism operations in mountainous terrain. The
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training activities include endurance training, reflex firing, room intervention, small team
tactics, and rock craft training. This exercise marks another milestone in the defense
cooperation between India and Mongolia, fostering bilateral relations.

Kurtha-Bijalpura Rail Operation: Affordable and Fast Transportation Benefits Nepalese

The Kurtha-Bijalpura rail operation begins, benefiting Nepalese with affordable and fast
transportation. The 17 km railway line will enhance trade, tourism, and people-to-people
linkages between Nepal and India.
