Young archers Aditi Gopichand Swami and Ojas Pravin Deotale were
highlighted for their outstanding performances.

Chandrayaan-3's Ambitious Mission to South Pole: India's Chandrayaan-3
mission is aiming for a historic moon landing at the South Pole. The Lander
Vikram, carrying Rover Pragyan, is facing a challenging descent over a 25 km
distance. If successful, India will become the fourth country to softly land on the
Moon. The mission involves advanced cameras, sensors, and an altimeter to
guide the landing process.

Sachin Tendulkar Named National Icon for Voter Awareness: Cricket legend
Sachin Tendulkar has been designated as the 'National Icon' for voter awareness
and education under the Election Commission of India. This collaboration seeks
to leverage Tendulkar's influence to increase youth participation in elections and
address challenges related to urban and youth apathy.
