International Literacy Day: Promoting Literacy for
Sustainable Societies

International Literacy Day, observed on September 8th, underscores the importance of literacy as
a human right and catalyst for sustainable societies. Established in 1966 by UNESCO, it addresses
the global literacy challenge, with nearly 800 million adults lacking basic literacy skills. The 2023
theme focuses on literacy's role in a changing world and its contribution to SDG4. UNESCO hosts a
global conference in Paris, celebrating over five decades of promoting literacy as a key to unlocking
human potential and building inclusive societies.

India's Digital Leap Praised Ahead of G20 Summit

Digital Progress and Financial Inclusion

In the run-up to the G20 Summit in New Delhi, the World Bank has praised India's remarkable
progress in Digital Public Infrastructure (DPI) under Prime Minister Narendra Modi's leadership.
The document highlights how India achieved in just six years what would have taken five decades,
with a significant boost in financial inclusion, including the JAM Trinity's role in propelling it from
25% to over 80% in the last six years.
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Role of DPIs and UPI

DPIs have played a pivotal role in this leap, with specific mention of the Unified Payments Interface
(UPI), which accounted for nearly 50% of India's nominal GDP in the fiscal year 2022-23.
Additionally, the document underscores how DPIs have improved efficiency for private organizations
and the benefits of KYC procedures, leading to lower costs and more attractive services for
lower-income clients.

Key Contributors to India's Digital Progress

The UPI-PayNow interlinking between India and Singapore, the Account Aggregator (AA)
Framework, and the Data Empowerment and Protection Architecture (DEPA) are also highlighted as
significant contributors to India's digital progress.

More Tickets Released for ICC Men's Cricket World Cup
2023

Cricket Enthusiasts Rejoice

The Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) is releasing an additional 400,000 tickets for the
ICC Men's Cricket World Cup 2023 due to high demand. The general sale begins on September
8, 2023, providing cricket enthusiasts worldwide with a chance to secure their seats for the historic
event, hosted entirely by India from October 5 to November 19.

Simultaneous Release of Indian Films in Bangladesh

Bollywood's Impact in Bangladesh

Shah Rukh Khan's film "Jawan" made history by releasing in Bangladesh on the same day as its
global release, following clearance from the Censor Board of Bangladesh. This marks the first time
an Indian film has achieved such a simultaneous release in Bangladesh.

Contrasting Responses

While Salman Khan's "Kisi ka Bhai Kisi ki Jaan" recently released in Bangladesh with a lukewarm
response, Shah Rukh Khan's "Pathaan" received a massive response from Bangladeshi fans.
However, it's worth noting that the release of Hindi films in Bangladesh has sparked frustration
among some local artists and filmmakers.
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Expansion of Mandatory Hallmarking in India

Ensuring Authenticity in Jewelry

Starting September 8, 2023, the third phase of mandatory hallmarking in India will encompass 55
new districts, totaling 343 districts under this system. The government's order was issued on the
same date. Since its implementation, the number of registered jewelers has grown significantly, and
over 26 crore gold jewelry items have been hallmarked.

Empowering Consumers

Consumers can verify the authenticity of their purchases using the 'verify HUID' feature in the BIS
Care app, which has seen a substantial increase in downloads and usage.

India-France Bilateral Naval Exercise 'Varuna-23'

Strengthening Maritime Cooperation

The 21st edition of the India-France bilateral naval exercise 'Varuna-23' took place in the Arabian
Sea, involving guided missile frigates, a tanker, Maritime Patrol Aircraft, and helicopters from both
sides. The exercise spanned three days and included joint operations, replenishment at sea, and
tactical maneuvers.

Signifying Strong Relations

This exercise, which began in 1993 and was named 'Varuna' in 2001, signifies the strong strategic
relationship between India and France and promotes cooperation for maritime security and freedom.

Indigenous Basic Trainer Aircraft for Indian Armed

Forces

Advancing Defense Capabilities

Air Marshal Ashutosh Dixit, Deputy Chief of the Air Staff, flew the Hindustan Turbo Trainer
Aircraft - 40 (HTT-40) Basic Trainer Aircraft in Bengaluru. Manufactured by Hindustan Aeronautics

Limited (HAL), this indigenous aircraft is designed to meet the training needs of the Indian Armed
Forces.

Impressive Features
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The HTT-40 is a fully aerobatic aircraft with a four-bladed turbo-prop engine, a modern glass cockpit,
advanced avionics, and safety features including a zero-zero ejection seat. It has a maximum speed
of 450 kilometers per hour and a service ceiling of six kilometers.

Strengthening Self-Reliance

The IAF has a contract with HAL for 70 HTT-40 aircraft, with induction starting in September 2025.
This aircraft will enhance pilot training, and a Full Mission Simulator will be included to supplement
aerial training. This initiative aligns with the government's vision of 'Atma Nirbhar Bharat' for greater
self-reliance in defense and aviation.
