1. Tamilisai Sundararajan Resigns from Governorship

Telangana Governor and Puducherry Lieutenant Governor Tamilisai Sundararajan have
tendered their resignations from their respective posts. Sundararajan, who served as the
second Governor of Telangana, submitted her resignation to President Draupadi Murmu.

2. Ratan Tata Awarded PV Narasimha Rao Memorial Award

Former Tata Sons Chairman Ratan Tata has been honored with the prestigious PV
Narasimha Rao Memorial Award for his remarkable philanthropic endeavors. The award,
named after the former Pnme Minister of India, recognizes individuals dedicated to social
and humanitarian welfare.

3. 'Majuli Mask" Secures Gl Tag for Assam

The 'Majuli Mask' from Assam has been awarded the Geographical Indication (Gl) tag by
the Government of India. Majuli, known for its rich cultural heritage, sees these masks
prominently used during festivals like Durga Puja. The Gl tag distinguishes products
originating from specific geographical regions.

4. Royal Challengers Bangalore Clinches Women's Premier League Title

Royal Challengers Bangalore emerged victorious in the second season of the Women's
Premier League (WFPL), defeating Delhi Capitals in the final match held at Arun Jaitley
Stadium in New Delhi. This marks RCB’s first title win in the franchise league, with Ellyse
Perry clinching the Orange Cap and Shreyanka Patil securing the Purple Cap for the
tournament.
